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The Issue

In high-income countries, policymakers have pursued reforms in primary care to meet the needs of
aging populations and better manage chronic conditions like diabetes and heart disease. To learn about
physicians’ experiences in the midst of health reform efforts, a team led by Commonwealth Fund
researchers surveyed primary care doctors in 10 countries on such issues as patient access, health
information technology, communication, overall views of the health system, and job satisfaction.

Key Findings

o Two-thirds (69%) of U.S. primary care physicians reported using EMRs in 2012, up from less
than half (46%) in 2009. Both U.S. and Canadian doctors expanded their use of health
information technology (HIT), though the two countries lag the U.K., New Zealand, and

Australia in EMRs and use of HIT to perform a range of functions, like generating patient
information or ordering diagnostic tests.



e In the U.S.—the only country in the survey without universal health coverage—59 percent of
physicians said their patients often have trouble paying for care. Far fewer physicians in Norway
(4%), the U.K. (13%), Switzerland (16%), Germany (21%), and Australia (25%) reported
affordability was a concern for their patients.

e More than half (52%) of U.S. doctors said they or their staff spend too much time dealing with
insurers’ restrictions on covered treatments or medications—by far the highest rate in the survey.

e In each country, only a minority of primary care doctors reported always receiving timely
information from specialists to whom they have referred patients, while less than half said they
always know about changes to their patients’ medications or care plans.

e U.S. physicians were the most negative about their country’s health system, with only 15 percent
saying the system needs only minor change.

payment incentives in Australia. As the low rates reported by Canadian and U.S physicians indicate,
depending on the actions of individual practices may not yield good results. “In general,” the
authors conclude, “U.S. primary care physicians’ views and experiences endorse the need for
reform, including enhanced access.” The Affordable Care Act, whose major insurance expansions

occur in 2014, can lower barriers to access.

About the Study

The authors surveyed primary care physicians in 10 countries: Australia, Canada, France, Germany,
the Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Switzerland, the U.K., and the U.S. The 2012 survey
builds on The Commonwealth Fund’s 2009 survey of primary care physicians, which included these
same countries, except Switzerland. Physicians were interviewed by a combination of mail and
telephone between March and July 2012.

The Bottom Line

The United States has made considerable strides in physician use of electronic medical records but
performs poorly, compared with other high-income countries, on access to care. The experiences of
U.S. physicians support the need for reform, including enhanced access to affordable care.
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
